Agenda: Draft Report Subcommittee Update

According to Mark Holmes, the Draft Report has had a rocky start but picked up steam recently with many documents flowing from Campbell & Campbell.

As of last week we received the full Draft Report from C & C and we now have until mid-April to reply with our comments.

We are reviewing the validation process for the findings by C & C and making every effort to avoid personal agendas and review the report as objectively as possible.

The controversial elements of the plan include suggestions for moving the Bridge Club and public restrooms and modifying the new Cove Lifeguard station. We see a vital need for rock-solid justification for these recommendations so the public discussion will center on the issues and not the emotions of concerned parties.

The committee’s emphasis is centered on the fact that this is a conceptual Master Plan and as such will depend greatly on the consensus-driven Guiding Principles.

Mark Holmes states that the Draft Report, as it stands now, is a “good beginning.”

April 4 should see an interim meeting and the start of a formal reply to C & C.

April 13 is the official deadline for the formal reply.

May is the expected date for Final Presentation from C & C.
