Public Comments
· Mark Brown reports on a generally amiable reception to public speech at Sunday’s Concert-by-the-Sea in an effort to broaden input from community. Several people seen approaching table to leave contact info. (10 people ended up requesting email updates on SPP.)

LJ Cove Lifeguard Tower update

· Jihad Sleiman, City Planning Dept representative for LJ Cove lifeguard (LG) facility renovations shows us plans for viewing deck that will top the new LG downstairs facility. Americans with Disabilities Act requires access to the deck, and he explains the current idea. This was considered the best of a lot of bad choices, according to Dennis Sharp. 

· Safety, lighting, skateboarders, 2 ( slope including cross-slip – all considerations made.  The small slope angle makes it a “walkway” according the Jihad. 
· Much discussion ensues with the final agreement to support the LJ Town Council position to hold off final plans until the workshop is held and input made. The SPP supports the tower design but the ramp needs more innovative thinking. The main thrusts are for the access (ramp/bridge) to be a positive addition to the area, well designed, comply with strict Federal regulations, aesthetically pleasing, and useful for all.

Motion: “Lifeguard Tower final planning to be held off until SPP Community Planning Workshop process is completed and input made to City.”
