John Hudkins, LJTC speaker, explains the prep work, says they had two walk-throughs and thorough prep to minimize danger and problems but there were 6 or 7 unhappy items. There is $300 to fix any damages to trees, grass.

All Scripps Park large events are to be reviewed by City staff, including LJ Half and Rough Water.

WE are in agreement that damage fees should be negotiated depending on impact. David Singer suggests a “heavy deposit” with a pre and post walk-through w/City staff and organizers and a reimbursement if less damage is done.

Discussion ensues that suggests any event must have a Sports, Recreation, or Arts connection.

City has a “Mgmt Operating Policy” that considers if the event will have impact on “Normal Park Users” they would rather exclude Memorial Day to Labor Day due to hectic summer season.

City usually defaults to local wishes in difficult situations. Hudkins recommends we write a letter regarding our wishes.

Nominating Committee -  chaired by Neil Murray and including Mark Brown and Brendan Ruff mention that Ron, Nancy, and Steve are all expiring in April. The Nominating Committee will have a suitable slate at next meeting.
