Legal Issues – liability/Brown Act

· Patrick Ahern also reports on the Brown Act and its various restrictions to ensure open public meetings.  According to the City Attorney’s office, the Brown Act does not necessarily apply to SPP because we are only an advisory group and we do not make final decisions that affect the public good such as do the City Council and Park and Rec Department; this is similar to other groups in La Jolla.  Regardless, he advised that we should maintain open meetings and adhere to the Brown Act.
· Possible liability for our recommendations is not vital enough to consider Errors & Omissions insurance. If our influence waxes we will probably be protected by the umbrella policies of the Park & Recreation Dept.; Ellen Oppenheim, Director.

Fund Raising Workshop

Patrick Ahern reports about a grant-raising workshop he attended. He asks for volunteers to work on this aspect. He will ask Brendan Ruff of the LJ Light about fund-raising publicity for big contributors; Neal Murray will also be asked to assist.
Comment is made about the futility of “fund-raising events” versus individual appeals to the rich and powerful.

Plans and Drawings

Ron Dahlin reports on successful document searches at the City Planning Dept. He found a 1966 planning doc that is extensive. He is working with Steve Pomerenke and Mark Holmes on this.

Workshop Consultant Contract Update

Mark Holmes reports that we have selected Campbell & Campbell. Using the AIA standard contract language we have had the scope of the work clarified. 

Sept 27 is the date for a preliminary meeting with SPP and C&C where we will hand off documents, perform a walk-around, and generally get a feel for the project and its scope. A preliminary meeting of the Selection Committee is desirable.
