
Minutes – SPP General Meeting 

May 15, 2006

General Discussion regarding upcoming Public Input meeting on June 14, 2006.

Patrick reports that Doug Campbell believes that he heard consensus regarding the “open views” and that moving the Bridge Club is a positive for the park.

It’s mentioned that we should be passionate about the positives in such a move. “Garden-like setting.” “Expanding the garden.” “Allow folks to engage the view.”

Neil Murray disagrees with this view, due mainly to the term “consensus.” He believes that calling it a consensus will only lead to argument and thus we would lose the overall goal of “enhancement” of the park.  Several other members were concerned that the Bridge Club issue will be a problem.
Ideas: 

1. Emphasize that the presentation as a “DRAFT.”

2. Emphasize the overall plan as important because long term planning is the main emphasis here.

3. Emphasize the constituency of the Park; swimmers, divers, bodysurfers, Bridge Club, Fishermen, Passive Users, etc

Bob West, “In the 50s, the views were more open – now the view is compromised by the plantings that have matured…”

Patrick – “The proposals in Campbell’s Draft Plan were generated from the workshop dialogues, and the Cultural Landscape and Use reports.”  Patrick will contact Bridge Club President Scott Farr and request him to make a formal presentation of the Bridge Club position at the June 14th meeting. 
Also publicity for the June 14th Public input meeting should include: SD Union, LJ Light, Email List, Flyers, SurfRider website, a mailing, SD Council of Divers, Scott Peters’ office, Loren Nancarrow, and Village News.

Bob West to contact Paula Selby regarding a BEFORE and AFTER photo view of Scripps Park with the Bridge Club moved out of the view corridor.

Neil Murray will fine-tune the outline; Patrick will send it to Doug.

Patrick and Neil to build a PowerPoint for the “Contextual” overview. Ivan has all the visuals from the CLR and Neil agrees to get those for the presentation.
