Update on current activities
· The City of San Diego has shown initial support of the project by assigning a planner, Gus Button.  A brief meeting with him gave good guidance of the City of San Diego requirements, including passing along a General Development Plan for reference purposes.  
· Scott Peters office is aware of the project. Betsy Brennan has requested that she be kept informed of ongoing activity, and how Scott’s office can be of service.  

· A plan for Scripps Park has been a priority of the La Jolla Town Council (LJTC) and its Parks and Beaches Committee for over 2 years.
· All major planning groups in La Jolla have been notified of the meetings.
Mission Statement

“Develop and implement with the community, a long-term plan that will preserve, enhance, and restore Scripps Park and LJ Cove for both active and passive users.” 
This first draft will be defined further.  There is no name for the group, yet.
Next steps
Jim Neri and David Singer gave an overview of courses of action to take, and those taken.  It was agreed that a plan for Scripps Park and La Jolla Cove is necessary to let the City and others know what the community wants, and does not want. 

At least two tracks for a plan can be pursued:  1. A General Development Plan (a complex and formal process); 2. Follow the Park and Recreation Department (Marcia McClatchy letter) guidelines that call for idea generation and acceptance of a concept plan by the community.  This is similar to the Windansea plan.

It was agreed that a public workshop is the next step to take.  This will require four activities:
1. Public workshop logistics 
2. Outreach and notice - to the community; individuals and groups
3. Money – amount and sources to be determined
