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Minutes – SPP Monthly Meeting 
June 20, 2005

Start: 5:30pm

Present:  Nancy Miller, Mark Holmes, Patrick Ahern, Robert Thiele, Mary Coakley, Brendan Ruff

Workshop:  The earlier decision was made to hold the community workshop on October 1, 2005, due to scheduling and accommodating potential interns from UCSD, the decision was made to push the event back to November 5th.  
Nancy Miller has tentatively agreed to help coordinate the event, in terms of contacting Krista Baroudi from La Jolla Cove Suites, to confirm that they will still lend us space to hold the workshop there.  Krista had been present in the earlier SPP meetings, and at that time, offered space in the Cove Suites for our event.  We discussed some logistics about the timing of the event, and also the issues of available light and the temperature at that time of year.  Robert discussed the cultural aspect of the event, and discussed the possibility of wine and/or hors d’oeuvres, which all agreed would be a nice touch.  Holmes said that Campbell and Campbell prefer an evening component and a daytime component, and he will get more clarification from C & C as far as how they want to approach the event.  100 – 150 attendees are anticipated.

Cultural Landscape Project:  (Holmes passed out notes that will be available at the next meeting).  Holmes is in contact with Jeremy Hollins from the Historical Society, regarding having him be the editor of the document we will distribute at the event.  He would edit the document, hire and organize interns (possibly from UCSD), provide a guideline to the reports, and to help gather the information.  

Holmes outlined several specific tasks that individual interns will need to be responsible for:

1. Graphics.  For the document to be used at the workshop, to be completed several weeks beforehand.  In the ensuing discussion, Thiele offered to take the graphics on himself.  He also suggested that we allot a print budget, to make sure that the document is attractive, useful and taken seriously.

2. Research.  Perhaps with the help of Angeles Leira, several research interns are needed to work with the city building dept., finding plans of the original cove wall, stairs, cave improvements, etc.  

3. Historical Sequence.  An intern will be needed to historically sequence the uses of the park, to the present day.  Accuracy is critical, and Jeremy Hollins would oversee this intern. 
4. Plant identification.  Camilla Ingram from Scripps Institute of Oceanography and Linda Marrone are tentatively slated to head this up.  An intern would be brought in to help identify all plant species in the park, their locations, ideal sites, light exposure, etc.  This information would be integrated into Steve Pomerenke’s CAD drawing of the park.  This would also include information on the condition of the various plants, maintenance needs.

5. Structures.  Pictures of current and former structures inside the Park would be the focus of this position. 
6. History.  Different from the sequence above, this intern focuses on geology, Indians and ancient uses of the park. 
7. Environment.  It would also include fish/mammals in the park, and the Park’s relations to the California Ocean Plan, with specific regards to the ocean pollution from storm drains, erosion, etc.
Last meeting’s minutes were approved by Robert and were seconded by Mary.  Meeting adjourned 6:25pm.
