Minutes – SPP Monthly Meeting 

October 24, 2005

Approval of Minutes – Previous meeting minutes had some corrections; corrections noted and will be made by Patrick Ahern and posted to SPP website.

CHAIR UPDATE
Sherry Ahern arranged a Saturday meeting last week that resulted in a $5K donation by an interested citizen. Kiwanis Club could make another $1K donation and the LJ Downtown Rotary made another contribution, amount unknown at this time. 

CONSULTANT FEE UPDATE  Discussion includes a review of the contract and Phase One was $9600 for professional fees and $1200 for expenses. Phase Two includes Workshop preparations, facilitation of the Workshop, and a summary report. Mark Holmes to review the contract for exact language and due dates for the Second Payment. The Invoice is with Treasurer at this time. 

More discussion reveals there are two steps in Phase One that must precede Workshop: #1. “Constraints and Opportunities” map; #2. Draft Workshop Notebook. It is determined these will be forthcoming from C & C. 

PUBLIC COMMENT
Solicited by Chair, none received.

CULTURAL LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE (Mark Holmes, Chair) – Discussion regarding the next steps for printing. Price is approximately from $7 to $10 per copy. November 2nd is the deadline for final draft of the CLR. Martin Mosier to be approached for some free copies. Ivan is formatting and adding pictures now. Robert T. suggests charging a fee for copies. Christine E. suggests a CD with PDF files. Mark H. thinks that “in hand” copies 7 to 10 days before Workshop would best prepare participants. Angeles L. suggests an Executive Summary be published in the LJ Light with some pictures as a way to promote participation.

Motion to publish 50 copies or $500 worth, whichever comes first, made by Mark H./seconded by Mark B. Passes unanimously, no abstentions.

Nancy M. suggests handing out copies at the Friday evening Pre-Workshop event.

USAGE PATTERN REPORT Neil Murray, Chair. This report quantifies uses and users, patterns of usage, major activities, auto traffic issues, etc. Neil M. to finalize a summary that will be in the form of a three fold handout, similar to the SPP brochure. A UCSD graduate student that helping with the report.
EVENT PLANNING – (Kristine Entwhistle, Event Planner volunteer, leads a discussion about plans for the workshop.  Issues raised and decisions made included the following: 

1) Patrick said that we will send out invitations ASAP, even if Brendan R. is not able to participate in this activity.

2) The Friday night informal session will be open to everyone, but the space for the event is still unconfirmed.  Doug Campbell feels it is important for attendees to see the park after dark.  The starting time will be 5pm.

3) Nancy suggested that we approach Ace Parking to arrange for $3 charges for the day of the event.  She will provide Kristine with contact information.

4) We will seek a donor to provide lunch for the workshop. Sammy's was mentioned and it was noted that Brendan might be able to approach him about such a donation.

5) Doug Campbell has produced a fourteen-page workshop booklet that will be distributed at the workshop.

6) La Jolla Cove Suites will be asked to "comp" a room for Doug Campbell.

7) Kristine will produce an 11" x 17" poster that will be distributed throughout the Village to publicize the workshop.

8) Mark Holmes will discuss with Doug Campbell the importance of having available a scale model of the park.  Patrick's wall display of the park and Steve Pomerenke's scale model that is topographically correct and three-dimensional were mentioned as possibilities.

9) It was noted that it was important to generate a press release and circulate it widely to the press.  Both Brendan and Scott Peters’ office were mentioned as possible sources of the release and contacts with the La Jolla Village News and the San Diego Union-Tribune were volunteered.
10) Additional meetings will be held on 11/7 and 11/14 to further tend to organizational issues.  Patrick will notify Board members of these meetings.
