July 18, 2005

Workshop:  The earlier decision made to hold the community workshop on November 5th, 2005 is changed one last time due to scheduling and accommodating potential interns from UCSD to November 19th.

Motion to approve, M/S Brown, Murray, unanimous with 2 abstentions

Mary Coakley brings up Ecological Reserve/Birch Aquarium efforts at LJ Shores to educate the public with a 27-foot by 40-foot ground area that depicts the reserve and its attractions and features. This sort of “information center” idea is recommended to become a talking point for the workshop.

Fund Raising

$27, 640 committed monies so far. Includes $4,600 from the City’s District 1. Patrck Ahern and others on the committee are actively pursuing more funds.

Workshop Prep

The website is advertising for Interns and Volunteer Outreach for Park History, Event Sequences, etc. Marine archaeological history is a rich source of Scripps Park interest. Angeles Leira has contacts in this regard and will get back to the Board on this.

Neil Murray reports that Urban Studies professors Merle Bussell and Keith Pezeole at UCSD have volunteered to be the SPP coordinators for interns to check traffic patterns and/or interview park attendees in our behalf. This will most likely take place in Sept/Oct.

Patrick Ahern to meet next week with Committee Chairs to fine tune our efforts to finish up by November 19th.

Brendan Ruff volunteers La Jolla Light paper space for ad regarding “Volunteers Needed.” Neil will work with him on specifics.

Wil Moore reports frustration with City contacts in exploring special event usages. Alex from the City ADA Coordination Office volunteers to help in this regard. She agrees to check with John Hudkins and Cindy Kodama of the City Special Events office and should be able to access the event history of Scripps Park.

Use Committee Report

Neil Murray makes a cogent presentation of the efforts to quantify Park Usage. (Report should be an attachment to these minutes.) 

The limitations of the study include:


1. The late spring time period is not representative of year-round usage or prime usage. 

2. Multiple categories of use were tallied for the same visitors.

3. No Special Events tallies.

A comment is made that Lifeguard, Police, and Fire representatives are needed for the Workshop. (Invitation should be early, formal and on SPP letterhead?)
